You are going to
have to bear with me here when I point out to you what is going on here. You can see the
two ponds, Kelly Farm 1 and 2. I am concerned about Kelly Farm 2. If you really look
carefully at this graphic, you will see vaguely that there are some orange lines and they’re
defining the area, the color is not very good here, they are defining the area of the Tiger
Salamander Conservation Area. There are nine of these conservation areas and each of
them is important, they are not interchangeable. So there were divides in the tiger
salamander conservation strategy. The City is now involved in the implementation of that
with the county and the cities. Now, what happens in these situations is that, generally
speaking, they, the conservation areas, are larger than it will be required to preserve the
number of acres necessary because it’s an open process with a willing buyer, a seller, and
a willing buyer. So, in order to allow that process to happen, conservation areas by
definition had to be larger than the minimum required to establish preserves within that
conservation area. So, what I want to show you here is that I want to just give you a
quick idea of what I am trying to get at here. So, hang on tight. The area here basically
is the pond. Tiger salamanders are over here. This is where they breed, then they go out

radially to the different areas. You will notice that the area down along in here is part of
the conservation area as well as where the pond is. So, the problem we have is that this
narrow opening here makes it so that it pretty much eliminates this as an effective part of

the conservation area and potentially a preserve area. Now, just to guickly give you some
numbers on this. (Conversation about the clarity of the visual aids takes place between
Mzr. Kaolum and the Board Members.) You can see where we have here, we have a total
conservation area on the first line. The second line says that’s the goal. That is the ‘
number of acres we want to end up in preserves. The third line is basically the résidual
area, in other words, this is what we allow for the process of buying and selling. And then
we go down here to the area of the actual pond, Kelly Pond 2. And then we go down to
the area that here that shows the area that is basically blocked off and you can see that it
consumes virtually all of the total area that is left in the residual. So it’s irrelevant to just
have a small 50 acre pond. It basically makes a total of about 122 acres, leaving only 90
acres available to make the whole process of acquiring preserves within the conservation
area practical. Therefore, what I'm really telling you is that it is not adequately at all
_covered in the analysis that I saw on tiger salamander within the draft EIR. Thank you. 500-2

Leonard Holt: Question. The comments came up on the change of groundwater levels
and if these ponds are impermeable, how would that affect the groundwater levels, if
lining of the ponds is the answer?

Dave Smith: The EIR describes the fact that permeability through the bottom of a pond,
in some cases in this project, would be less than the permeability of the natural soil. That
is why there would be a reduction in the amount of percolation to groundwater relative to .
native conditions.

Leonard: So, that would be due to the decrease in any rainwater percolating into the
groundwater?

Dave: It would be a decrease in infiltration to groundwater as a result of the storage
pond.

Leonard: Thank you.
